Chemical Abuse Stops Here

Dear Parent,

Lancaster Middle School, Winskill Elementary, and St. Clement School have a parent run program called C.A.S.H. (Chemical Abuse Stops Here). The program is designed to provide alternatives to 5th through 8th grade students who pledge they will refrain from illegal tobacco, drugs, vaping, alcohol. By signing the pledge sheet, the students are giving their word that they will not use these substances and will discourage their fellow students from using such substances, along with keeping their grades in good academic standing. As an incentive and a reward for such a pledge; as a means of communicating parental, school, and community values; and as a way of showing students how they can have fun without these substances, C.A.S.H. members will be able to participate in a number of recreational and social activities either at school or outside the district. 
Student’s in grade 6-8 will be covered under the Activity/Athletic Code Guidelines. Any violations to the Code will have consequences. If a student happens to have a violation, and disciplinary action is needed, that will be determined by the Activity/Athletic Director. Parents will be notified by letter and students will be informed at school. Any questions about the discipline should be addressed to Mr. Rollins.   
Past activities have included bowling, roller-skating; movie night; hockey trip; dances; a dodgeball tournament and downhill skiing/tubing. The 7th and 8th graders have also had the opportunity to take a trip to Wisconsin Dells. By taking this positive approach in addressing the problems of alcohol and drugs with our young people does more than say NO; it gives them something to say YES to.  C.A.S.H. has the potential to make a strong impact on their decisions to stay free of drug use.  We hope that you will encourage your student(s) to join our C.A.S.H. program.  

For the C.A.S.H. program to run smoothly it takes cooperation and commitment from parents. There are many opportunities throughout the school year for parents to help out. These opportunities include the annual fundraising event; chaperoning events; acting as a chairperson for events; and attending parent board meetings that are usually held approximately 4 times a year. 
Please read the C.A.S.H. Guidelines below with your child. If you and your child agree to participate and be a member of C.A.S.H., please complete the form in the registration process. Students can sign up for CASH at any time BUT those who sign up by September 22, 2023 will receive a free C.A.S.H t-shirt.

· To open up lines of communication between student and parent regarding illegal tobacco, drugs, harmful substances, vaping devices or products, and alcohol.

CONSEQUENCES FOR VIOLATIONS
· The C.A.S.H. pledge covered under the Activity/Athletic Code. If a member has any violation, discipline will fall under those guidelines.  Repeated violations may result in the removal from the CASH program.
