Basic right of each student:

Ten rights of students:

Each student has the right to learn.

Each student has the right to use school facilities and participate in school
programs according to school rules.

Each student has the right to have access to a copy of all rules to which he/she
IS subject.

Each student has the right to determine his/her own dress as long as it maintains
good decorum and a safe, favorable academic atmosphere.

Each student has the right to express his/her views and opinions in an
appropriate manner and through proper channels.

Each student has the right to courteous behavior from other students and staff.
Each student has the right to be free from assault, intimidation, and harassment.
Each student has the right to hold property free from theft or damage.

Each student has the right to seek and obtain help regarding alcohol and other
drugs from school staff members.

10.Each student has the right to learn in an atmosphere, which encourages honesty

and respect for the rights and needs of all students and staff, and the respect of
school property and school rules.
